(c) The Principal/Owner shall endeavour to exclude from the Tender process any person, whose
conduct in the past has been of biased nature.

(2) If the Principal/Owner obtains information on the conduct of any of its employees which is a
criminal offence under the Indian Penal code (IPC)/Prevention of Corruption Act, 1988 (PC
Act) or is in violation of the principles herein mentioned or if there be a substantive suspicion
in this regard, the Principal/Owner will inform the Chief Vigilance Officer \ Officer in charge
and in addition can also initiate disciplinary actions as per its internal laid down policies and
procedures.

1. It is required that each Bidder/Contractor (including their respective officers, employees and
agents) adhere to the highest ethical standards, and report to the Government / Department all
suspected acts of fraud or corruption or Coercion or Collusion of which it has knowledge or
becomes aware, during the tendering process and throughout the negotiation or award of a
contract.

2. The Bidder(s)/Contractor(s) commits himself to take all measures necessary to prevent
corruption. He commits himself to observe the following principles during his participation in
the Tender process and during the Contract execution:

(a) The Bidder(s)/Contractor(s) will not, directly or through any other person or firm, offer, promise
or give to any of the Principal/Owner’s employees involved in the Tender process or execution
of the Contract or to any third person any material or other benefit which he/she is not legally
entitled to, in order to obtain in exchange any advantage of any kind whatsoever during the
Tender process or during the execution of the Contract.

Either the Indian agent
on behalf of the foreign principal or the foreign principal directly could bid in a tender but not
both. Further, in cases where an agent participate in a tender on behalf of one manufacturer, he
shall not be allowed to quote on behalf of another manufacturer along with the first manufacturer
in a subsequent/parallel tender for the same item.

(e) The Bidder(s)/Contractor(s) will, when presenting his bid, disclose any and all payments he has
made, is committed to or intends to make to agents, brokers or any other intermediaries in
connection with the award of the Contract.

3. The Bidder(s)/Contractor(s) will not instigate third persons to commit offences outlined above
or be an accessory to such offences.

4. The Bidder(s)/Contractor(s) will not, directly or through any other person or firm indulge in
fraudulent practice means a will ful misrepresentation or omission of facts or submission of
fake/forged documents in order to induce public official to act in reliance thereof, with the
purpose of obtaining unjust advantage by or causing damage to justified interest of others and/or
to influence the procurement process to the detriment of the Government interests.

5. The Bidder(s)/Contractor(s) will not, directly or through any other person or firm use Coercive
Practices (means the act of obtaining something, compelling an action or influencing a decision
through intimidation, threat or the use of force directly or indirectly, where potential or actual
injury may befall upon a person, his/ her reputation or property to influence their participation
in the tendering process).
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355G |Article 3: STHYE & URUIMH IConsequences of Breach

Without prejudice to any rights that may be available to the Principal/Owner under law or the
Contract or its established policies and laid down procedures, the Principal/Owner shall have the
following rights in case of breach of this Integrity Pact by the Bidder(s)/Contractor(s) and the
Bidder/ Contractor accepts and undertakes to respect and uphold the Principal/Owner’s absolute
right:

. If the Bidder(s)/Contractor(s), either before award or during execution of Contract has committed
a transgression through a violation of Article 2 above or in any other form, such as to put his
reliability or credibility in question, the Principal/Owner after giving 14 days notice to the
contractor shall have powers to disqualify the Bidder(s)/Contractor(s) from the Tender process
or terminate/determine the Contract, if already executed or exclude the Bidder/Contractor from
future contract award processes. The imposition and duration of the exclusion will be determined
by the severity of transgression and determined by the Principal/Owner. Such exclusion may be
forever or for a limited period as decided by the Principal/Owner.

. Forfeiture of EMD/Performance Guarantee/Security Deposit: If the Principal/Owner has
disqualified the Bidder(s) from the Tender process prior to the award of the Contract or

The Principal/Owner will disqualify Bidders, who do not submit, the duly signed Pact between
the Principal/ Owner and the bidder, along with the Tender or violate its provisions at any stage
of the Tender process, from the Tender process.

This Pact begins when both the parties have legally signed it. It expires for the
Contractor/Vendor 60 days after the completion of work under the contract including extension
period (if awarded) and for all other bidders, till the Contract has been awarded. (if applicable)
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If any claim is made/lodged during the time, the same shall be binding and continue to
be valid despite the lapse of this Pacts as specified above, unless it is discharged/determined by
the Competent Authority, CUTN.

3G |Article 7- 30 WG IOther Provisions
1. This Pact is subject to Indian Law, place of performance and jurisdiction is the Head quarters

of the Division of the Principal/Owner, who has floated the Tender.

2. Changes and supplements need to be made in writing. Side agreements have not been made.

3. If the Contractor is a partnership or a consortium, this Pact must be signed by all the partners or
by one or more partner holding power of attorney signed by all partners and consortium
members. In case of a Company, the Pact must be signed by a representative duly authorized by
board resolution.

4. Should one or several provisions of this Pact turn out to be invalid; the remainder of this Pact
remains valid. In this case, the parties will strive to come to an agreement to their original
intensions.

5. It is agreed term and condition that any dispute or difference arising between the parties with
regard to the terms of this Integrity Agreement / Pact, any action taken by the Owner/Principal
in accordance with this Integrity Agreement/ Pact or interpretation thereof shall not be subject
to arbitration.
